I will keep silence regarding that which, within or 
without my practice, I shall see or hear in the lives of 
others which should not be made public, holding such 
things unsuitable to be spoken.

I continue the practice of my profession and be 
respected for all time. Should I violate them may the 
reverse be my lot.
